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GREEN TRAVEL PLAN 

Leaden Hall School operate a Green Travel plan.  We aim to:- 

 Encourage use of School buses 

 Encourage Li, Shares 

 Operate a Walking Bus  

 Encourage Cycling 

We collaborate with other local schools, namely The Godolphin, 

Chafyn Grove and Salisbury Cathedral School to reduce costs, ease 

conges0on and improve services to parents.   

BUSES 

Leaden Hall currently operates 3 independent buses in the mornings 

with routes coming into school from the North (Old Sarum, Beehive), 

West (Codford) and South West (Tisbury) of the City.  We also run a 

feeder bus from Godolphin to Leaden Hall. Children from Nursery to 

Year 6 are brought safely in either a luxury coach or our own school 

minibus escorted by a member of staff (and o,en a pile of assorted 

teddies!).  We have amalgamated our Eastern route (Broughton) with 

the service from Winchester offered by Godolphin. 

The Godolphin school also runs 3 addi0onal routes from Andover, 

Romsey and Fordingbridge.  All Leaden Hall girls can access any of 

Godolphin’s inbound buses subject to capacity.  There is also a feeder 

bus from Godolphin to Leehurst and Chafyn Grove.  Please contact 

Godolphin for further details.

CARS 

Parents are given an Access pass which en0tles them to park for up 

to 20 minutes in The Close car park to ‘drop off’ for school.  

However, Leaden Hall School operate a ‘Stop & Drop’ scheme 

where parents may pull up in their cars outside the school gates 

between 08.00-08.20 for their children to go straight into school.

AFTERNOON ROUTES

the school.
